With over 700 Indigenous communities in Canada, there’s a wealth of opportunities to be immersed in the 
diversity of cultures that have shaped the country’s history and identity since time immemorial. Because 
now, and more than ever, people are seeking destinations that are educational and transformational — places 
that spark a deeply personal and emotional connection with others.
